After swapping the card and nmonitor with a
regul ar color nonitor and card, things started up fine.

W tested a
Maci ntosh I1fx, running AAUX 2.0, with a Display Card 8/ 24 and a Two- Page
Monochr onme Monitor:

W did a cold start (power-off, then power-on) in 1-bit node. A/UX 2.0 didn't
start up and froze during the startup process. However, if the interrupt
button (on the right side of Macintosh I1fx) was pressed, A/ UX continued the
startup with no probl ens.

I f the Autolaunch command within the #startup shell was nodified to have only
the "launch" command (w thout the -s option, |oad synbol table in the kernel),
A/UX 2.0 started up successfully in 1-bit node.
