Sone errors, such as Qut O Menory conditions, only affect the active
application. Oher errors will trash significant portions of A/UX and freeze
the system (this is what a Macintosh application will do if it bonbs); others
may disable the OS, but allow you to gracefully exit the other processes. There
are really too many variables to predict exactly

what will happen.
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
