Now | need to
transfer A/UX fromone hard drive directly to another. I'malso using third
party formatting software on the new di sk, and ny vendor believes the software
should work with A/ UX 2.0.

Mounting a new di sk and copying the files sounds relatively straight forward,
but creating the device drivers is sonething | don't understand. | have sone
experiences that leads nme to believe that | can't sinply copy the /dev
directory, although nost of the rest of AAUX is easily novable.

How do | do this?
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AUX 2.0 is basically the same as A/AUX 3.x. The main change is the version of
t he Maci ntosh System Software used in the Mac environnent.

The foll owi ng sequence of commands will create a duplicate of the directory
structure of the source drive onto the target drive.

While logged in as root, follow these steps:

Mount the drive you want to copy to (target) on /mmt

mount /dev/dsk/c5d0s0O /mt (Replace SCSI ID and partition as appropriate)
Go to the "/" directory, performthe copy, create the mt directory in /mt
cd /

find . -print | grep -v /mt | | grep -v /lost+found | cpio -pdlmuv /mt
nkdir /mmt/ mt

chnod 777 / mt

Step 3



When the copy is finished, unnount the target disk and perform an fsck

unmount / mmt
fsck /dev/dsk/c5d0s0

Now you have a copy of the source drive, conplete with the /dev directory.
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
