On other UNIX platforns, it's
relatively painless to boot to a known good kernel, and then reconfigure
the kernel. |Is this possible on the Mcintosh?
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The 3.0 newconfig is essentially the sane as 2.0. The way to boot to a
known good kernel is to "launch /newnix" from A/UX Startup. Then try
/ et c/ newconfig.
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
