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AUX is SVID conmpatible and SWS Issue 1 & 2 certified.

SVID (SystemV Interface Definition) is a set of specifications (sonewhat
i ke manual pages), of how internal components -- such as systemcalls,
paranmeters, etc. -- should look. This specification standard allows a

hi gher degree of code portability to other nachines.

SWS (System V Validation Suite) Issue 2 is a series of prograns for System
V.2 that test the System V.2 porting for about 4-5 hours. If the tests are
passed with no nodification, the porting (in this case, AAUX) is said to be
SVI D-conpati bl e.

AUX Version 1.0 is SVID-conpatible. It passes the SWS Issue 2
certification tests. (Issue 2 is in fact the latest and only appropriate
rel ease for our system)

(NOTE: There is a paragraph stating SWS-confornmance on the back of the
cover page of the A/ UX Rel ease Notes.)

Not only does A/ UX pass the standard test with no nodifications required,
but it also passes the optional Kernel Extensions test, which is not
required for SVID-conpatibility.
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
