Appl e sells a subscription with an RTC for a given nunber of users and an
updat e subscription for the same nunber. You receive only one software
package, regardl ess of the nunber of copies you are licensed to create. You
nount this copy on your server, so workstations can use it. Simlarly, you
recei ve one update software package and nmount it for your users.

For exanple, if you buy an RTC for 10 users, you also need to buy a software
update for 10 users. It doesn't matter if fewer than 10 users are active. You
can take advantage of your renmining count when you add new users.

This structure is necessary, because Apple nust track A/UX copies for AT&T' s
royalty reports.
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
