A Macintosh running A/UX will not allow simultaneous network connections via
LocalTalk and Ethernet. You can print to a LaserWriter by making it a local
printer to your Macintosh as a serial PostScript device under A/UX, or by
selecting EtherTalk in the Network control panel in the Macintosh environment
under A/UX.
