A/UX: How to Check for Files without Changing Them (8/94)
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In attenpting to check for the presence of a file w thout correcting any errors,
an AV UX user tried the followi ng command fromthe SASH (Stand Al one Shell)
application's comand |ine:

esch -v -b -f

This command automatically corrected a perm ssions error on a file.

(Editor's Note: SASH is equivalent to the AAUX 3.0 Startup shell.)
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The reason is that "escher" begins the autorecovery process. |t does generate a
report when it discovers a file that does not match the rules in the CM
(Configuration Master List). It also updates the CM. but it will not tell you

what was updat ed

For instance, "escher" does not distinguish between changed perm ssions and
changed contents. It only asks if you want to update the autorecovery file
systemw th each changed file. It also does not create checksunms for files.
For this reason, use of escher is discouraged.

The "-nf option would probably be better if you do not wish to answer all the
guestions. This option nerely mails a list of updated and m ssing files.
