1) To cut text, use a click and drag technique as you do in the Mcintosh
CS. That is, you nove the pointer to the beginning of text to be
sel ected, press and hold the button, drag the nouse through the text to
be included, and release the button. The selected text is highlighted
and saved in the global cut buffer

2) Once you have cut the desired text, nove the nouse pointer to where the
cut buffer is to be pasted.

3) Press the "left arrow' key to insert (paste) the text fromthe cut
buf fer as keyboard input in the xternlis w ndow.
