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Is special software required to back up AVUX drives? If files are
restored, does UNI X need to be notified in any way?
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Al'l versions of AJUX cone with software utilities, such as "dunp. bsd" and
"restore", to back up and/or restore A/UX file systens froma disk drive to a

t ape backup device. Third-party tape drives can be used if they support the tape
driver.

You run the "rdunp" and "rrestore" utilities to back up and restore a renote
UNI X file systemto and fromthe tape drive. Other utilities, |ike "cpio",

"tar", and "dd", can also be used to back up or restore individual file(s) in
different formats.

To create a backup:

tar cvbf 16 /dev/rnt/tc<#> <fil enanme>

where <#> is the SCSI id nunber of the tape device and <filename> is the name of
the directory or file to backup. O use:

dunp. bsd Oubf 16 /dev/rnt/tc<#> /dev/dsk/c0d0sO

where <#> is the SCSI id nunmber of the tape device and an entire filesystemis
speci fi ed.

Note that the tar command uses a filenane specification while the dunp. bsd
conmand uses a devi ce nane specification

To check what is on a tar backup, you can get a “table of contents” with
tar tvf /dev/floppyO
or

tar tvf /dev/irnt/tc#

where # is the SCSI id of the tape device.



To extract files froma tar backup:

cd <dir where you want files to go>
tar xvf /dev/rnt/tc#

When files are restored, they are automatically restored to the original
format, depending on the conmmand option(s) used.
