Yes, to run AppleTal k you should have the "bnet" configured in the A/ UX kernel
That nmeans before doing "newconfig appl etal k", the A/UX kernel nust have been
configured with "bnet". The reason is that AppleTal k nodul es |ink sone nodul es
from"bnet". The linked bnet nodules include "mget", "mfreent, and so on. In
short, AppleTal k uses B-Net socket systemcalls to do inter-process

conmuni cati on for AppleTalk printing service. Note that the default A/UX 3.0
distribution is configured with "bnet" and "appl etal k" driver nodul es.

It is not a bug; as you stated, the protocol stacks are |inked.
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
