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File Transfer to and from a DEC VAX
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There are several ways to transfer files between A/UX and a VAX, depending on
how t he conmunication line is connected physically--that is, whether it is
connected via nodem (tel ephone line), direct hard-w red, or on an Ethernet

net wor k.

In AAUX, there are two serial TTY ports (nmpbdem and printer). You can use either
one or both of these two ports to connect to the other end of a VAX nachi ne.

(NOTE: The A/UX distribution is configured with tty0 or dial-in nodem port
[getty enabled] and ttyl for printer port [getty disabled]. In AAUX 3.0
both ports are disabled by default)

- If the VAX nmachine is running any flavor of UN X systens, such as
Berkeley 4.2 or 4.3 or AT&T SystemV, and the serial |ine connections
(modem or hard-wired) are used, you can use the'cu' or 'tip' conmmands in
A/UX for terminal connection and file transfer interactively. You can use
the' uucp’ (UNI X-to-UN X copy) conmand for automatic batch file transfer

- If the VAX machine is running DEC VMS, one possible solution is to use
public domain Kermt software on both A/UX and VMS for connection and
file transfer.

- If the AAUX and VAX UNI X are connected via Ethernet, then 'tel net',
"rlogin', '"ftp', and 'rcp' commands in A/UX can be used for term na
connection and file transfer. If the VAX supports NFS (Network File
Systenm), then file transfer beconmes transparent as long as the renote
file systemis nounted.
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
