Package) available from Col unbia University that allows a UNI X host to
conmuni cat e usi ng ATP (Appl eTal k Transport Protocol), ASP (Appl eTal k Session
Protocol), PAP (Printer Access Protocol), NBP (Nane Bi nding Protocol), and AFP
(Appl eTalk Filing Protocol--the client side). This package al so includes
software called "AUFS" (AppleTalk Filing Protocol UNIX File Server), which is
the server part of AFP.

Wth CAP and AUFS installed in a Macintosh Il1fx running A/UX, we believe you can
turn a it into an AppleShare File/Print server

A/ UX 3.0 supports System7's File Share utility, enabling the systemto
export both UNI X and Macintosh filesystenms to AppleShare clients. It does not
support Printer spooling.
