DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

If you do not have A/UX 2.0 or 3.0, the only way to mount a Berkley File System
is using NFS; you can't mount directly to a physically-connected drive.

With A/UX 2.0 and 3.0, you can mount Berkeley, System V, and NFS volumes locally
and across the network.
