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NFS is the abbreviation for "Network File Systent

NFS lets UNI X systenms, connected by an Ethernet network, share file systens or
partitions renotely (that is, over the network); it lets one UNI X systemon the
networ k share and access the di sk space of another systemon the network. This
hel ps conserve di sk space and allows the sharing of resources. For exanple,
printers, or the on-line manual pages are often placed on an NFS vol une for

gl obal access by everyone on the network.

An NFS client (the renpte systen) nmay nount a file partition of the NFS server
(the system on which the actual disk space for the partition exists). This is
all transparent to the user. The user can access the renote file system as
though it were a | ocal disk.
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
