I just discovered that A/UX defaults IP forwarding to OFF.  This means that an
A/UX system with more than one interface no longer "knows" how to route IP
traffic regardless of how in.routed is configured.

To enable forwarding, run adb on the kernel.  Log in and type the following
command:

# adb -w -k /unix /dev/kmem

a.out file = /unix (COFF format)
core file = /dev/kmem

This changes the "ipforwarding" constant in the kernel.  Reboot, and when
the system comes back up, IP forwarding will be on.
