After you have a Domain Nane Server configured and running properly on the
networ k, execute these commands to get sendmail worKking:

# CD /usr/lib

# Kkill -9 the-running-sendnuail -process-id

# mv sendnmil.cf sendnmail.cf.orig

# mv sendnmi |l . cf. NEWsendnmai |l . cf

# rm-f sendnmail.fc # renove the old sendnail frozen file
# sendnmail -bz # create a new sendnail frozen file

# /usr/lib/sendmail -bd -g30m # restart the sendmai

To get all the domain nanes resolved with the donai n nanme server nmchine, create
a file called /etc/resolv.conf on the nmachi nes not running /etc/nanmed.
