In the A/UX Local System Administration (030-5595-B) manual (page 7-34, step
2), the user is instructed to attach the LaserWriter IINTX to the A/UX host via
a SCSI cable in addition to the serial connection.  Is this correct?  There was
no mention of the reason for this connection, nor was there mention in the
LaserWriter manual. I have the most recent version of the A/UX documentation.

If this is incorrect, what is the potential damage to systems connected this
way?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

The instructions mentioned above are wrong.  There is no need to connect the
SCSI cable between the LaserWriter IINTX and the A/UX host.

Also, there is no potential damage having the systems connected that way.
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
