Per haps you had Appl eTal k/ Local Tal k printing configured before, and used either
the nmodem (tty0) or print (ttyl) port. Also, sone unfinished print jobs left in
the spooler might print out this way. Go to the /usr/spool/lp directory and
check for anything left in the print queue.

- Is the printer port (ttyO or ttyl) getty disabled in the /etc/inittab
file?

- Use the "ps -ef" command to display all processes that m ght introduce
t he probl em

- Is the "Ip' or 'lIlpd daenon functioning properly?
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
