VWhen A/UX starts up, there's a delay in the keyboard response: it takes

a coupl e of keystrokes before anything appears in response to the "login:"
pronpt. Here's why: during the log-in sequence ("getty" to "login"),
/etc/getty waits one second after issuing the follow ng |og-in pronpt
nessage:
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Thi s one-second del ay keeps noise from being passed to the "l ogin" process,
ensuring that phone lines are clean before dialing.

To avoid the keyboard del ay, just wait one second before responding to the
log-in pronpt. It isn't necessary to wait one second after the other

"l ogin" or "Password" pronpts, because they're generated by the "l ogin"
process not the "getty" process.
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
