When executing a "systenfolder” conmand to create a personal System Fol der under
the user's honme directory, it creates a "System Fol der"” under the user's hone
directory, copies files from/nmac/lib/SystenFiles directory but not fromthe
default /mac/sys/' System Fol der' directory. The conmunication tools, which were
stored in the /mac/sys/' System Fol der'/Extensions directory, are not copied to
the user's new y-created Extensions folder

For users with their hone directory on the renote YP and/or NFS server to |aunch
MacX successfully, the MacTCP Tool mnust be manually copied into their own
Conmmuni cati on Fol der under the user's $hone/' System Fol der' directory.

An unexpected error has occurred: The Macintosh Communi cati on Tool box
could not be initialized because there are no comunication tools
i nstall ed.

W have tested |l aunching MacX in one A/ UX without any problemfrom an account
whose hone directory resides (via nfs nmount) in another A/UX YP and NFS server.
We do not think there is a probl em between Maci ntosh System Fol ders and Sun YP
and NFS file system

(YP server) running before YPbind (YP client) was started? W do not think that
your problem (I aunching MacX) has anything to do with the YPbind or YPserver,
unl ess the YP server and client were not up and running.

Try to copy the MacTCP Tool manually into the user's System Fol der/ Ext ensi ons
fol der, logout and | ogin, then launch MacX agai n.
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
