~% ake fil enane

This conmmand takes the file filename fromrenote _nmachine and puts it in the
current directory on |ocal _machine. The conmmand:

~%ut fil ename

puts the file filenane fromlocal _nachine to the current directory on
renot e_nmachi ne.

If you do not want the file filenane to be put in the current directory,
speci fy an absol ute pat hname (although this is not recomended).
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
