4) There is no way to tell lint where to look for Lint libraries.

1) The -0 option is not inplemented in AVUX 1.1. However, it is inplenmented
in 20, 2.0.1, and 3.0.

2) The commands bel ow described in the -1x option of lint(1) to generate
the I'lib-Ix.In fromthe Ilib-1x were not correct; "cc" expects a C source
file.

[lib-Ix.In) inthe /usr/lib directory to be searched. For exanple, the -Imfor
additional search on the mathenmatical lint library, /usr/lib/lIlib-Imln.

is anamng error on the /usr/lib/lIlib-port.In; it should be naned
fusr/lib/llib-lIport.In for the portable Clint library.
