Both RELEASE and LEVEL nunbers can be up to 8 digits
in length, the rest (YY, M DD, HH MV and SS) nust be EXACTLY 2
digits. Both "{" and "}" synbols, and "Apple version" words are al so
required to match. Only one SPACE is allowed before words RELEASE, YY,



and HH

If the defined character string for version does not neet any of the above
matching criteria, the 'version' programw |l display "no version nunber
found".
