Wien | tried to use "nkfs" and "mount," | was able to create a file system and
nount it. However, whenever | restarted the machine, | got an error tone, and
the screen went blank. | had to restart the systemand turn off the third hard
drive. It then started up correctly.

VWhat are the correct paraneters or prototype file needed for nkfs for an Apple
HDB0 SC with the above configuration? If | do not use paraneter files, what do
| call the partition to nount it?
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It seens that you don't have problens creating partitions using the HD SC Set up
program W think that the partition types you chose for Maci ntosh OS (20MB)
and Msc A/UX (60MB) are correct. You may al so choose "UNI X Usr" or "Free UN X
Slice x" for AVUX partition type. |If you choose "Usr" partition type, A/ UX will
assign slice nunber 2 (/dev/[r]dsk/cXd0s2) as the default.

Generally, the partition type "Msc UNI X' is best avoided, sinmply because of the
i nconveni ence of using dp. Do not use the Autorecovery partition for persona
files. You should never need to associate the Autorecovery partition with a
slice because the autorecovery utilities will do this when necessary.

Note that if you chose the "Msc A/UX" partition type in HD Setup, you have to
"pnane" this partition to a slice before you can "nkfs" on that partition in
AlUX. Here is an exanple to nmake a new file systemon the "Msc A/ UX" partition
with SCSI ID #5 and slice 3:
