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How did you format the Maxtor 200MB di sks to work under A/ UX? You woul d have
needed sonme type of disk formatter or partition software to format the Maxtor
200MB di sks to work under A/ UX

Here are two ways to reinitialize the Maxtor 200MB di sks for Maci ntosh CS only:

1) Since it is an A/UX di sk, you can use "dp" under A/UX to repartition the
entire disk into a single Micintosh partition. To do this, renove all of
the "Apple UNI X SVR2" partition types and enlarge the Maci ntosh "Appl e HFS"
partition types.

Note: Do not delete the "Apple Partition_nmap" and "Apple Driver" partition
types.

2) Use the Maci ntosh hard-di sk managenment software called "Silverlining" from
La Ce Ltd. For nore details, search the Technical Info library under "La
