Is it possible to include an eupdate in the script so the Eschatol ogy
information is automatically updated after a new kernel build?
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You are correct in stating that newconfig does not do an eupdate. However, we
do not think that is the cause of your problem

When the systemis started up, and sonething "strange" is found (such as a new
card installed), newconfig is run to rebuild the kernel. The file, /newnix,
is used as the base for the new kernel. Since this is a mninml kernel

nodul es that you had previously installed will be m ssing.

It should be possible to wite your own script that first called newonfig

and then eupdate to save the new kernel in the Eschatol ogy partition. Wen the
systemfinds an invalid kernel and builds a new one, you could then restore
your kernel from Eschat ol ogy.

Anot her nethod that many people use is to copy /newunix to /newnix.save and
install the nodul es you want in /newunix. Then, anytinme your kernel is rebuilt
fromthis /newnix, you will automatically have all of the nodul es you want.
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
