The
two A/ UX denp tapes distributed by A/UX Techni cal Resources contain many
third-party Maci nt osh/UNI X applications (approxi nately 80MB). Mst of these

files are conpressed tar fornat.

The instructions describe in great detail the contents of the tapes, how much



space is required, and howto extract files. W would suggest that you get the
i nstructions before trying to extract any files.

In general, instead of "/dev/dsk/", you should use sonmething like "/dev/rnt/tc
". Al logical tape units are stored in the /dev/rnt directory. Also, since
the Apple 40SC Tape Driver has an 8K buffer boundary in the kernel, you need to
state a block factor option in the "tar" comrand.
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
