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Many Maci ntosh applications, including HyperCard, now can run under A/ UX
As a result, you can devel op progranms that run under A/ UX, such that
Hyper Card can communicate with a user's application prograns.
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In general, HyperCard front-end interface XCMDs (external conmands) and/or
XFCNs (external functions) can be witten in C or Pascal to comunicate
with a user's application via generic A/UX systemcalls or A/ UX tool box
calls. This means that you can port an application froma different UN X
platformto A/UX and give it a HyperCard interface.

Oracl e Rel ati onal DBVMS has devel oped such a HyperCard interface for their
applications running under A/UX. For nore details, search under "Oracle".
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
