1.1 is around 2000. These nunbers are used for the #define variable nenory
al | ocati on.

W have tested a sinple C program (w th about 1985 #define directives)
conpil ed under the Big C conpiler of an 8MB A/UX 1.1, and the Big cpp
conplained with the sane "too nmany defines" nessage.

To prevent this problem reduce the nunber of #define directives in each C
source file.
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
