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These applications will not have access to UNI X services or be able to
conmmuni cate directly with UNI X processes. This is because there are no
libraries for the UNI X calls avail abl e under the Macintosh OS in MPWor any
ot her devel opment systemthat we are aware of.

Under A/UX, libraries do exist, as do the necessary Macintosh libraries for
writing Maci ntosh-style progranms that perform UNI X functions and system
calls. However, there is no support for object-oriented programing
simlar to MacAPP. The C conpiler available with the systemis a standard C
conpi l er without any object-oriented extensions.
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
