A/ UX passes SWS V.2 and al ways has. The V.2 designation neans that it is the
verification suite for UNIX rel ease V.2 from AT&T. There is also SWS V. 3,

whi ch verifies UNI X V.3 conpliance, and there will be a V.4 verification suite
avai | abl e from AT&T shortly.

Now, to make matters a little nmore conplex, there are al so optional kerne
extensions in the SVID. They are optional, not mandatory. However, if

i mpl enent ed, you pass the optional tests in SWS to claimconpliance. Al

rel eases of AAUX 1.0, 1.0.1, 1.1, 1.1.1, 2.0, and 3.0 pass these optional kerne
extensions as well.

So the bottomline is that AAUX 3.0 is SVID V.2 conpliant with the optiona
kernel extensions.

There are different editions of the SVID associated with the different rel eases
of AT&T System V.
