I think | can use a GatorBox with GatorShare to set up the A/UX systemas a
server. Can the workstations talk to the Oracle database with this type of
setup?
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You are correct that you need the GatorBox. However, GatorShare lets

Maci nt oshes access an NFS server as if it were an AFP server. Oacle supports
MacTCP connection via both Local Tal k and strai ght over Ethernet. The A/ UX
Maci nt osh does not have to be an NFS file server.

Al so, you should be able to access the Oracl e database and use the NFS server
nmount ed on your desktop simnultaneously.

The Maci ntosh running A/UX shoul d have the full Oracle database software for
A/ UX. Al other Macintoshes that need to access the server should be running
MacTCP and the Network Station Oracle software. This Network Station software
i ncl udes SQLNET for TCP and other utilities mnus the database. In this case,
your workstations comunicate with the server via TCP/IP and SQLNET (not using
AFP or NFS protocols), so you don't need Gator Share.
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
