There are three versions of POP (Post Ofice Protocol): POP, POP2, and POP3. The
detail ed specification of POP is described in RFC 918 (obsolete), RFC 937, RFC
1081, and RFC 1082.

Basically, the intent of the original Post Ofice Protocol (POP) was to let a
user's workstation access nail froma mail box server. |t uses the Sinple Mi
Transfer Protocol (SMIP) to post mail fromthe workstation to the mail box
server. The POP protocol is dependent on TCP (Transm ssion Control Protocol).
Bel ow i s the POP protocol

The server is listening for a connection with the protocol. Wen a connection
i s opened, the server sends a greeting nessage and waits for commands. When
conmands are received, the server acts on them and responds with replies.

The client opens a connection, waits for the greeting, then sends the USER and
then the PASS commands to establish authorization to access mail boxes. The
client begins a mail reading transaction with either an RDEL (to read and del ete
all nessages froma nailbox) or a RETR (to sinmply read all nessages froma
mai | box). The server opens and | ocks the mail box and responds with the nunber
of characters in the mailbox. Then, the client asks for the data to be sent by
i ssuing the RCEV command. The server responds by sending the nail data.

When all the data has been received, the client sends the RCYD command. |If the
transaction started with the RDEL command, the server now deletes the nail data
fromthe mail box. In any case, the server closes and unlocks the nmail box. The
client term nates the session with the QU T conmand. POP2 is designed for an
envi ronnent of workstations and servers on a | owdel ay, high-throughput, |oca
networks (like Ethernets). The POP2 server is listening on TCP port 109.

POP3 | ets a workstation dynam cally access a nmildrop on a server host. Usually,
this means the POP3 is the neans a workstation (client) uses to retrieve mi
fromthe server. The POP3 server listens on TCP port 110.



Any UNI X system (like A/UX) that supports TCP can inplenment a POP server. There
is public domain POP server software available from UC Berkel ey at the foll ow ng
Internet address (via ftp "anonynous" and any password):
