To create the spool directory, do this:

(1) nkdir /usr/spool/renote
chnmod 755 /usr/spool /renote

The first entry is the | P address of the A/UX system The second entry is the
host nane of the A/UX system and the final entry is the hostnane and domai nnane
of the A/UX system (optional if dommin nane servers are not being used).

(3) Finally, you nust tell the A/UX systemthat it can accept print requests
fromthe HP system To do so, edit the /etc/hosts file on the A/UX system so
that there is an entry for the HP. The format will be as shown above.

Next, add the HP's hostnanme to the /etc/hosts.lpd file on the A/UX system |If
the A/UX box has not yet been set up for renbte printing access, the

/etc/hosts.lpd file will not yet exist. Create it and enter the HP hostnane.
