See if your UNIX host has one of the standard file transfer protocols such
as Xmodem, Kermit, or FTP.  Most UNIX systems have support for file
transfer using these protocols.  MacTerminal 3.0 comes with an XMODEM Tool
for file transfer.  Other terminal emulators such as PacerTerm or
VersaTerm-Pro provide other file transfer Tools such as PacerFT, and
VersaTerm FTP Tool.
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
