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The Postscript port on the LaserWiter Pro 810 is defined as port 3107. You can
find the port definition of the other ports by taking the printer off line and
telling it to print a status page.

The following is the printcap file froma Sun conputer. The Printer is called
"reams' and it is the 8th printer defined in the printcap. Replace '"reans’ with
the nane of your printer in the appropriate place if you want to print
Postscript fromUnix to the LaserWiter Pro 810.
