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Question: A/ UX supports the Conm Tool box. Can | drag tools from Mac OS and use
themwith A/UX, or nust they be special versions?

Answer: |If the tool uses a | owlevel conmmunication protocol that A/ UX supports
(for exanple, serial, MacTCP), there is a good chance that the tool will work

under A/ UX. However, if the tool uses sonething unsupported, such as DECnet, it
wi |l not function properly under A/ UX

Question: MacTCP works on A/UX. Is it the same as on Maci ntosh OS5, a speci al
version, or a switch toward "native TCP/IP on A/ UX'?

Answer: The MacTCP on A/UX is a special version of MacTCP for A/ UX. The

Maci nt osh OS version of MacTCP | ets a non-Et hernet-based Maci ntosh run | P-based
conmuni cati ons prograns over Local Tal k by encapsul ating | P packets into DDP
packets. The A/ UX version of MacTCP does not support this option.

Question: MacX works on A/UX. Is it the sane as on Macintosh OGS, and in this
case, is the "MacTCP tool" in the Conm Tool box the sane as on Maci ntosh OS?

Answer: The MacX server under A/UX is identical to the MacX under Macintosh CS.
So is the "MacTCP Tool" in the A/UX Extensions folder. If you intend to use a

version other than that supplied with A/VUX, refer to the MacX User's Quide for
correct installation instructions.

Question: Does "X W ndow System native" work only in the Consol e Emul at or
session type, or does it work with other sessions types?

Answer: The "Native X11 W ndow Systent can work only in the "Consol e Emul ator"
session type under A/ UX



Question: Wiy is UFS qui cker than SVFS?

Answer: According to the original inplenentors of Berkeley Fast File System
(UFS), the UFS provides up to ten tines the file access rate of the traditional
UNI X file system (SVFS). The perfornmance enhancenents include better locality of
reference in the file system structures and support for large block sizes. In
addi tion, the BSD UFS provi des support for file-locking, synbolic links, "long"
file nanes, 32-bit inodes, and resource quotas. In A/ UX, however, A/ UX UFS does
not support resource quotas.

Question: What are the main inprovenents of X11R4 conpared with X11R3?

Answer: I n general, conpared to X11R3, the code of X11R4 is snaller, and the
performance of X11R4 is faster. It also provides a variety of bug fixes in
X11R3.

Question: What is the Xaw At hena W dget Set?

Answer: The Xaw At hena Wdget Set is a set of user interface conponents known as
wi dgets, including scroll bars, nenus, and buttons, and so on. The Xaw At hena
Wdget Set is included in the standard X11 distribution. In A/UX Native X W ndow
System the /usr/lib/libXaw.a |ibrary is the Xaw Ant hena W dget Set.

Question: How does A/ UX manage an A/ UX Tool box application, conpared with the
Mul ti Fi nder Tool box, which is not "re-entrant"? Are all managed by the startmac
process?

Answer: It is nanaged by the U (User Interface) device driver and the M

(Mul ti Finder) under A/UX. Note that MiltiFinder under A/UX foll ows the Maci ntosh
par adi gm f or cooperative tasks and does NOT create a new or different one from
t he Maci nt osh.

Question: Wen an application uses the Tool box, the calls are trapped (CetFile
is changed in open or fopen, for instance). Is it the sane for A/ UX and
Maci nt osh OGS applications?

Answer: Yes, A/UX perforns the sane as it does under Macintosh OS. Tool box
applications share the sane address space with Maci ntosh applications in that

t hey have access to the application and system heaps, | ow nenory globals, and so
on.

Question: Do communi cations cards, like Serial NB and ot hers, work under A/ UX?
Answer: It seens that the Apple Serial NB Card does not have a driver for A/ UX

yet. We would think both the AST-1CP card and the SuperMac Conmm card shoul d
continue to work under A/ UX



Question: Is there an inplenentation of Open Look on A/ UX?

Answer: Neither Tech. Comm nor A/ UX Engi neering knows of a port of AT&T Open Look
for A/ UX

Question: Can MacX on A/ UX nmanage several screens?
Answer: MacX server under A/ UX supports only one screen (display). It does the

same as under Maci ntosh OS.
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
