You shoul d choose a drive type which is closer to your drive specification
or you could create a new entry with the drive physical characteristics
(nunber of sectors/track, nunber of tracks/cylinder, and the nunber of
cylinders/disk) in /etc/disktab for the particular disk drive. "newfs"
reads the information from/dev/di sktab for a particular drive type and
