A/UX: can't create lower memory segment Error (9/94)
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After starting the A/UX system and the Login process, the Finder enul ation
starts, but the Command Shell doesn't. Meanwhile a nessage appears somewhere on
the screen saying: "can't create |lower nmenory segnment”. This is an intermttent
error that appears three or four times a day.
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The "can't create |l ower nenory segment” error nmessage m ght be displ ayed
because the system has tenporarily exhausted its avail abl e physical nenory
or swap space, or the nunmber of shared nenory segnents attached to the
calling process exceeds the systeminposed |imt. This usually happens
while trying to start up the Macintosh environment executed by the
"startmac" process. Check your avail able nmenory and swap space to see if
this is the case.
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
