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If the printer is in another zone, it's necessary to define the zone in which
the printer is located with a full path name. You can then "hardwire" a printer
nane including the zone for a particular printer queue.

The best way to do this is to nake a copy of the /usr/spool /| pd/ Appl eTal k
directory and give it a nane related to the printer you want to use. Mdify the
file ifilter/ofilter/nfilter (it's the sane file with 3 hard links) in this
directory. Also nodify the /etc/printcap file to create a new printer queue.
