First, make sure that you are running the current release of "X Wndow System
for AUX'". It includes "MacX for A/UX'" and "Native X11 Wndow System for A/ UX".
This software conmes standard with A/UX 3.0. Here are sonme notes about these

two products:

For "MacX for A/ UX', the display server and the included "xcalc" client
application are based on X11R3.

For "Native X11 W ndow System for A/UX', the display server and the "xstdcnmap"
client application are based on X11R4. The Xlib, the Xtoolkit, and other client
applications are based on X11R3.

Because the Native X11 server for AAUX is based on X11R4, the performance
behavi or on the display server should be nuch i nproved over the X11R3 server.

To run X Wndow Systemwith A/UX efficiently, sone kernel paraneters need to be
adj ust ed, because of the number of processes and anount of nenory space required

by both the display server and client applications in a network environment.

Use the conmand "kconfig -av" to display the current kernel paraneters, and
adj ust these paraneters, if necessary:

NBUF



NFI LE
NI NODE
NPROC
MAXUP
NVBUFS

For an AAUX with 8MB RAM the suggested values for these paraneters are:

NBUF=1000
NI NODE=600
NFI LE=400
NPROC=100
MAXUP=100
NVBUFS=1000

NVBUFS is allocated buffers for the network. You can adjust them if necessary.
The above can be done via the "kconfig -n /unix" conmand. Then use
"sync; sync; sync; reboot"” to effect the change.

For MacX, other than increasing the nenory size of the MacX application (default
is 1500K), we are not aware any other way to i nprove the perfornmance. The
suggested nmenory size of MacX is 2500K. Use "Get Info" to change the size under
A/ UX Fi nder.

I f physical nenmory is your concern, you can use the "TBMEMORY" environment
variable to increase your virtual menory under A/UX. For instance, to nake a
16MB virtual nenory, put these two lines in your .profile file, then | ogout and
login to effect the change:

TBMEMORY=16m
export TBMEMORY
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
