I have a question concerning the "platinum" Apple IIc and a mouse.  When I'm
using the mouse, the cursor starts at the top-left corner and moves straight
down to the bottom-left corner of the screen.  Why?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

You have come across an incompatibility in mouse timing.  The mouse sold for the
Apple IIc works properly, and mice received from service work properly.
However, mice that came from Macintosh Plus systems sometimes work and sometimes
not, depending on the manufacturer.

To assure proper operation, make sure you use a mouse that was designed for use
with the IIc.
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
