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Keep the following hints in m nd when using the Apple | EEE-488 Interface:
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1. Use the IEEE card only fromw thin an Applesoft program If you try to use
it in command node, a SYNTAX ERROR will result, since the Applesoft
prompt "]" will be sent to the interface. If you do not reset the I1/O at the
end of your program a "CWVD ERR' will result.

2. Issue the conmand "SC1" as one of the first conmands in any new program
This command will cause the | EEE commands to be echoed to the screen for
easi er debuggi ng. Wen the device works properly, the "SCl" can then be
renoved.

3. Ascertain whether the | EEE device you're using requires the REMOTE ENABLE
conmand before it will accept anything you send it. (Many | EEE devices do
require this conmand.) If the device requires the command and does not
receive it, the device will not be enabled: it will handshake properly but
won't recognize its address on the bus, and will therefore return a BUS
ERROR the next tine it's accessed. |In sone cases, the "RA" conmand can be
used to turn on all renote devices on the bus; |ikew se, the "RM address
list" command can sonetines be used to enabl e sel ected devices.

4. Understand the convention for listener and tal ker addresses. Al devices on
t he bus have a device nunber in the range of $00 to $1E. If you want the
device to act as a listener, use the address range $20 to $3E--that is, add
$20 to the device nunber. If you want the device to act as a tal ker, use $40
to $5E--that is, add $40 to the device nunber. For exanple: If an HP 3438A
has a device nunber of 3 and if you want it to be a |istener you nust
use address $23. Fromthe keyboard, $23 is a , so you could use (for
exanple) PRINT "TG". If the device is to be a tal ker, you nust use address
$43, which is an upper case C fromthe keyboard; an appropriate command to
use woul d be PRI NT "RDC
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
