Junper Bl ock

The wiring of the junper block controls the correct polarity of the strobe and
acknow edge signals. Here is an exanple of the wiring for a "Centronics-type"
printer.

Bl ock
4 ------- 16 negative strobe, negative acknow edge
6-------- 14 AND 15
T---eem-- 10
11-------- 12 AND 13

Not ch on junper block denotes pin 1, the count CCW

The location marked "Prom P1" on the card will work with two different PROVs
whi ch produce different results when installed. To change the results, just
renmove one PROM and install the other
