When upgraded to an Apple I1GS, two different Apple Ile systens will behave
exactly the sane as the Apple II1GS: an Apple Ile with an external numeric
keypad and a new Apple Ile with built-in numeric keypad. The "ESC' is napped
as a "Clear" on both systenms. Renmenber, you still have extra keys on the lle
nuneric pad.
