The keyboard connector sockets aren't nounted on the Apple I1GS notherboard
in the systens that will ship to custoners; the connectors only are nounted
on Apple |1 GS Ile upgrade boards.

Dependi ng on size of order, Manufacturing may do a special Apple I11GS build
wi th keyboard and numeric keypad connectors. You shoul d have your Sal es
Representati ve go through normal channels to investigate.

On a single unit basis, there is no way for Apple to add the connectors to an
Apple 11 GS board. However, all of the electronics for the external keyboard
connectors exists on current Apple I1GS units. If you can find the connectors,
it is possible to solder themin.
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
