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The ROM that was sent goes in the socket |abeled UJ9 (FFEF). The new ROM has
28 pins. If your board has a 32-pin socket at UJ9, put pin 1 of the ROMinto
hole 3 of the socket. Wth the notched end of the chip towards the front of
the Apple I1GS, there should be two hol es exposed on each side of the socket.
If the socket has only 28 holes, pin 1 goes to hole 1
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
