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Apple I1GS: Setting and using a RAM disk

To set and use the RAM di sk, follow these steps:

1. Go into the control panel (CTRL-Open Apple-ESC) and set the RAMdisk at a
conveni ent size, say a mnimum and maxi mum of 800K, the size of the Apple
3.5 drive.

2. Reset the Apple II1GS with a warm boot: CTRL-Qpen Appl e- RESET.

3. Load systemutilities.

a. List volumes. The RAM di sk shoul d be recognized in slot 5, drive 2,
as "/ RAM'.

b. Format the RAM di sk.

c. Copy to the RAM di sk whi chever files you w sh, such as
Appl eWorks 2.0.

Now i f you want to use the RAM di sk as the system vol une:
1. Make sure that you have | oaded ProDOS onto the RAM di sk.
2. G into the control panel desk accessory. To set the startup, use
the up or down arrow keys to choose the nenus Slots and Start up slots,

and then use the right or left arrow keys to choose the RAM di sk.

3. Warm boot the Apple 11 GS by pressing CTRL- Open Appl e- RESET.
VWhat ever is in the RAM di sk should start up.

To get the RAM back:
1. Set the RAM disk to OK
2. Turn off the power on the I1GS. Areset will not reset the nenory.

BEWARE: Save the data periodically in case of crash or power failure!
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
