In addition, the entire search string
is separated fromthe search range with backsl ashes. <Bank> is optional (as
the braces are nmeant to indicate) and specifies the menory bank in which you
want to search. If you do include a bank nunber, then you nust separate it
from<addrl1l> with a slash. <addrl1> and <addr2> are the start and end of the
menory range of the search
